[bookmark: _GoBack]GUIDANCE TO APPLICANTS FOR IFPL4 WAIVERS FOR SALVAGE LOGGING:

1.      Waivers may be issued on a site-specific basis after a designated DNR representative has conducted a site visit. 
· Availability of DNR staff to conduct site visits is very limited and applicants for waivers are asked to be patient. 
2.       DNR will begin accepting requests on Sept. 3, 2015. 
· Site specific waiver request forms, how to submit them and a phone number for questions are provided at www.dnr.wa.gov/IFPL 
· Waiver requests will be processed on a first-come, first-served basis.
· DNR staff will review requests for completeness. Requests that are incomplete will be set aside and DNR staff will attempt to reach the requester(s) to complete all required information on the Request for Waiver form. 
3.       A request that is deemed complete will be forwarded to the appropriate DNR Region for scheduling a site visit by DNR staff. The site visit will
· Determine criteria for a waiver have been met.
· Recommend additional site specific conditions or mitigation

A WAIVER OF IFPL4 RESTRICTIONS IS NOT A PERMIT TO LOG. A valid DNR-approved Forest Practices Permit is required for any logging operations http://www.dnr.wa.gov/programs-and-services/forest-practices.
